Proposals for By-Laws

1. VOTING:

Voting is a valuable tool for decision making within a group of people.  For the purposes of the WYC J22 fleet voting shall consist of one vote for one boat (owner).  The boat (owner) must be in good standing with the local fleet, the national organization and US Sailing to have their vote counted.  If all of these criteria are not met the vote shall not count.  A simple majority shall carry the decision.  When voting, a secret ballot shall be used, whether in paper form or an email.  All votes shall be tabulated by the WYC J22 Fleet Captain. 

2. SCORING:

A. Average Points:
Average points shall be calculated based on RRS A10(a) or (b) (this will need to be VOTED on by the fleet).

B. Off lake J22 regatta’s

Average point shall be granted to any sail number that travels off Lake Minnetonka for a J22 One Design start.  The sail number shall be allowed no more than 4 of these events (Worlds, NA’s, SW Circuit etc) to apply average points toward her WYC score for races missed.  If the sail number in question races a WYC race, her WYC score will count.  If the sail number goes to the J22 World Championships, the sail number shall be granted average point for 2 races per series in her absence (not to exceed 3 total races), while for all other events the sail number shall be granted average points for 1 race per series (not to exceed 2 total races).

The sail number in question shall notify the WYC J22 Fleet Captain or WYC J22 Fleet Scorer no later than one week prior to leaving for said event and shall request average points for the concerned races.
C. Regatta Scoring:

This will need to be voted on by the fleet.

1. In all WYC J22 regatta’s, there will be NO races discarded.

2. In all WYC J22 regatta’s, once 5 races are complete a yacht will discard her worst score.  DSQ’s cannot be discarded.
