Sailing Instructions 
1. Rules

The regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the prescriptions of the US Sailing, the Laser Class rules except, as altered by this Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions.

2. Boats 

Laser 4.7, Laser Radial, Laser Full. Provide your own boat.  Non-class legal   sails will be allowed
3. Eligibility 

Individual Laser class membership not required.
4. Entries

Enter the event by paying the entry fee of $10.

5. Notices to Competitors

Notices to competitors will be Skippers meeting and on the water hails from PRO

6. Changes in the Sailing Instructions

Changes may be made to expedite the running of the event if the PRO approves and all sailors are notified before the race in which the change would take effect.

7. Schedule of Races
September 29, 2019
10:00 A.M. - Check in and registration in  WYC parking lot.

10:30 A.M. – Competitors Meeting.

11:00 A.M. – Racing Begins.

Awards will follow the last race.
8. Personal Flotation

All competitors shall wear lifejackets, shore to shore except briefly while changing clothing. This changes RRS 40.

9. The Course

The race committee will announce the course before the start.  Start / Finishline will not be restricted
10. Marks

All marks will be orange balls, Orange or Yellow tetrahedrons
11. The Start

11.1 RRS US Sailing Prescription Appendix Q Sound Signal Starting System shall be used.

11.2 The starting line will be between a staff on the RC boat at the starboard end and the course side of the port end starting mark.

11.3 After a General Recall, the “round-the-ends rule” provisions of RRS 30.1 shall apply. Flag I need not be displayed.” (This changes RRS 30.1) This will be affective for the start following the general recall only.

11.4 If a boat is OCS, a hail may be attempted.  Failure to hail or failure to hear a hail will not be grounds for redress.

14. Penalty System

Only a one -turn penalty for breaking a rule of part 2.   This changes RRS 44.1
15 Protests 

Protests will be heard by fellow competitors not affected by the outcome of the protest

Protest time limit:  ½ hour after last boat to finish.

16. Number of Races and Scoring 

16.1 There shall be a minimum of one race to constitute a regatta.  Up to 8 races may be sailed
16.2 The Low Point Scoring System, RRS Appendix A shall be used.
16.3 When fewer than six races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. When six or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst. 

18. Awards
