Rules:



1.1
This regatta shall be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) including US Sailing Prescriptions and the Sonar Class Rules (SCR).


1.2
Racing rules 29.1, 33, A2, A4.1 and Race Signals will be changed as follows:



(a) The Race Committee will use VHF channel 18 to make courtesy hails for individual recalls (RRS 29.1) and when changing the next leg of the course (RRS 33).  The visual signals shall govern.



(b) A2 shall be changed to allow for all races to be included in each boat’s final score.



(c) A4.1 shall be changed allowing a boat over 15 minutes late to the starting area to be scored DNS; allowing a boat finishing later than 30 minutes of the first boat to finish to be scored a DNF.



(d) Race Signal’s AP flag when displayed ashore “one minute” is replaced with “not less than 30 minutes”. 


1.3
Rule 44.3 Scoring Penalty shall not apply for this regatta.


1.4
SCR Part 2, C3.1, equipment for use (a) mandatory, (iii), (v), (vi), hand bailers and buckets, an anchor with 30 meters of line and hatch covers shall not be part of the Sonar equipment in order to race.

All time in the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions is CDT.

The regatta is open to all Boats of the Sonar class whose owners/skippers are 


members (regular or associate) of the Sonar Class for the year 2006.

Completing the attached Registration Form no later than 9:00 am, September 30, 2006 and paying the entry fee and class fees, if necessary, shall enter Sonar class boats in the regatta.

The entry fee shall be $250 per boat.
