NOTICE OF RACE

1) ORANIZING AUTHORITY 

The Wayzata Yacht Club and Sonar Fleet #5.

2) RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing, including Appendix D, Team Racing Rules.

3) BOAT

This is a “bring your own boat” regatta.   Tuning will be permitted per the Sonar Class Rules.

4) TEAMS

Each competing team shall generally consist of skippers and crew for three boats, with a plan for two crew plus a skipper for each boat.  However, because there are crew who will have registered individually, but who themselves are not on a boat, the regatta may end up with several crew more than the planned 2 crew per boat.  The OA may assign a third crew to a boat (total of 4 on that boat).   Because this regatta is both a learning experience and a regatta to promote Sonar Team Racing, the OA wants sailors who are not on a boat to register individually and pay the $50 (or $20/day).  They will be assigned to a boat on a first registered basis.  If the OA hasn’t got a crew position for you, they will refund your money.  The OA may allow some boats to race with one crew and a skipper (total of 2).  Teams and crew assignments will be made by the OA at the outset of the regatta or during the regatta if crew adjustments are needed.

5) CREW WEIGHT

There will be no crew weight restrictions.

6) ADVERTISING

The regatta is classified as a Category A Event in accordance with ISAF Regulation 20 – Advertising Code.

7) ELIGIBILITY

All who register are eligible.  Two or three teams will be created from those register aiming to create somewhat equal team strength.
8) FEES AND REGISTRATION

The fee is $50 per participant for all three days or $20 for each individual day if received by Thursday, September 22 or 22$ individual day or $55 for three days per participant if received after 9/22.  

Register by mail by completing the attached Registration Form with the required check payable to WYC Sonar Fleet 5, USA or register at the Registration table Thursday evening.

9) SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Sailing Instructions will be available at the Participants’ Meeting and may be posted on the regatta web page at www.wyc.org/sonar/team prior to the event.

10) VENUE

Racing will take place on the Wayzata Bay of Lake Minnetonka.

11) SCHEDULE OF EVENTS

a) Thursday, September 29
i) 1600-2000-Boat put in, tune up and registration and welcome event.

b) Friday, Sept. 30
i) 900-955 Registration

ii) 1000 – Mandatory skippers meeting

iii) 1100 – First warning, start of racing, Wayzata Bay

iv) 1800 -- Drinks and Snacks at WYC

b) Saturday, Oct. 1st
i) 0800 – 0900 Continental Breakfast

ii) 0930 - Start of racing, Wayzata Bay

iii) 1800 – Social hour
c) Sunday, October 2nd
i) 0930 First Warning, start of racing, Wayzata Bay

ii) 1400 Deadline for last warning signal.

iii) ASAP Debrief with refreshments and prize giving and closing ceremonies.

12) FORMAT

a) The planned format is multiple round robins. The format and number of races will be described in the Sailing Instructions and at the Participants’ Meeting and may be adjusted by the Organizing Authority due to weather, time and team count.

b) A knockout series may be run to determine the winner of the top two teams that will consist of the best of a minimum of three races.  The Organizing Authority will determine the number of races for the knockout series.

13) COURSE

Courses will be as diagramed in the Sailing Instructions.

14) SCORING

Scoring will be in accordance with Appendix D, except as modified by the Sailing Instructions.

15) UMPIRING

It is the intention for the regatta to be umpired in accordance with Appendix D, as modified by the Sailing Instructions.  Umpire decisions will not be appealable.

16) PROTESTS

When practicable, protests will be heard on the water, as modified by the Sailing Instructions.

17) SAFETY

All competitors shall wear a U.S. Coast Guard approved life jacket when the race committee flies the life jacket flag.  Each boat should carry a standard VHF marine band radio for contingency communications with the race committee.

18) RESPONSIBILITY DISCLAIMER

All participants must sign the following disclaimer on the registration form:
In consideration for acceptance of my entry for the Invitational Team Race Regatta, I hereby agree to the Rules and Conditions of this Regatta.  I agree to waive all claims against any Sponsors; the Wayzata Yacht Club; the Sonar Fleet #5; and the Team Race Regatta organizers and volunteers, which may arise out of my participation in this Regatta.
